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The Waste Reduction Division strives to support the County Commissioner's goal of
improving the quality of living in Durham County by protecting and preserving the
environment. Proper waste management is an important part of maintaining and
improving the livability of the County. The Division is committed to waste reduction
and recycling efforts that reduce the amount of material being disposed of in landfills,
preserve natural resources, conserves energy, and reduces sanitation transport costs.

SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT

Durham County operates four (4) solid waste convenience centers for county residents
to dispose of their trash and recyclables. The hours of operation at all of the centers
are 7:00am to 7:00pm, Monday through Saturday. Business and commercial waste is
prohibited from the centers. Access to the center is gained by the displaying of a
Durham County Solid Waste Sticker. County, City, and Out-of-County residents can
get more information on the purchase of these decals by calling 919-560-0430.

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RESIDENTIAL TRASH COLLECTION

Durham County Government does not provide roadside trash collection. In addition to
disposing of trash at one of four solid waste convenience sites, County residents
located within the unincorporated portions of the County may set up roadside trash
collection with a solid waste hauler. Durham County Government does not endorse
one solid waste hauler over another but does provide a list of solid waste haulers to
contact about roadside trash collection.

In many theaters and arenas, it has also become an accepted norm to leave wrappers
and other waste under one's seat during and after the game or show.

Additional research has found that individuals litter if they do not feel (or have not been
educated to accept) any share of personal "ownership" in, or responsibility for, areas in
the community we all share like streets, parks, beaches, sidewalks, etc.

KAB research has found that People litter when they believe someone else will pick up
after them.

This is particularly true when individuals are not aware of the fact that the cost of this
kind of maintenance is eventually passed on to them in one way or another.

KAB research has also found that People litter when other litter has accumulated in a
given place.

ILLEGAL DUMPING

North Carolina has begun to get tough on litterbugs. House Bill 222 was signed into
law in December of 1999 which toughens anti-littering laws and increases the fines and
penalties for first-time and repeat offenders. First time offenders are now subject to
fines of $500 - $1000 for up to 15 pounds of litter. To report illegal dumping in
progress, contact the Sheriff’s Office at 560-0900 or the Litter Control Investigator at
560-0430.
Judges are now required to order violators to remove the litter, repair or pay for
damages or perform community service as a part of their sentence. To report illegal
dump sites for investigation and clean up, contact the Litter Control Officer at 919-560-
0430.

ABANDONED AND JUNKED VEHICLES

Litter Control is also responsible for the abatement of abandoned and junked motor
vehicles on private property in the county (560-0430) and the Sheriff’s Department is
responsible for abandoned or junked vehicles on public property (560-0900).
